•	 Drive through the historic town of Richmond
•	 Stop by the Bangor Vineyard Shed for wine and locally 

sourced seafood
•	 Explore the Blow Hole, Tasman Arch, Tessellated 

pavement and the Devil’s Kitchen
•	 Join an evening ghost tour at the Port Arthur Historic Site
	 Overnight in the hamlet of Port Arthur Port Arthur

Day 3 – Port Arthur to Richmond 
Distance and drive time: 89 km – 1 hr 20 min

the Isle of the Dead
•	 Join a gin making workshop at McHenry’s Distillery 

(Fridays only)
•	 Drive back to Richmond and explore its rich history

Distance and drive time: 188 km – 3 hr 20 min

•	 Continue your journey north towards Mt Field  

National Park and do one of the short walks.

Distance and drive time: 155 km – 2 hr 52 min 
•	 Stop at the Tasmanian Wooden Boat Centre or try 

some cider at Frank’s Cider at Franklin
•	 Meander towards Geeveston and the Tahune

•	 Take a short walk through glacial landscapes to Lake 
Osborne at Hartz Mountains National Park
